Local Project Support Program 2011/2012
General Guidelines
1. Description of the Program
This program is designed to give limited assistance to those who are planning projects related to Japanese studies, Japanese language teaching or Japanese culture and arts, in Hungary or other Central and Eastern Eurpean countries during the financial year 2011-2012 (April 2011 to March 2012). The aim of the Program is to promote Japanese culture in above countries and to deepen cultural exchanges between Japan and Central and Eastern European countries. 
2. Eligibility of Applicants

- Non profit-making projects/events that help to promote the international cultural exchange between Japan and the applicant country.
- Institutions which have enough capability for execute the grant project according to the plan.

- The applying projects should be in the arts (e.g. exhibition, performing arts, film screenings), or can be projects in the humanities, social sciences, in Japanese studies, or Japanese language teaching (e.g. a lecture, a conference, an academic research projects), as long as the content is wholly or for the most part related to Japan.
- Religious and political activities are not eligible. 
- Solo show, solo performance or recital may be given lower priority.
- The applying project should be conducted between April 1st 2011 and the end of February, 2012.
3. Grant coverage

Only specific items such as travel expenses, honorarium and cost to cover hire of venue, printing/publicity costs etc. We can not fund preliminary project research or development. 

Please contact a member of staff before making a formal application. We cannot support the travel expenses to Japan.
4. Deadline

 You are requested to send your application by the 1st day of the month which is 2 months prior to your project.

 e.g.)  If the project takes place on the 30th of September, the deadline is the 1st of July.

5. Conditions

1) In receiving and using the subsidy, the applicant must not act in violation of laws of the applicant country. It is not allowed to use the subsidy for religious and political purposes.

2) The grantee shall use the grant only for the purpose for the grant project, including any interest, etc., accrued from the grant. 

3) The grantee shall report to, and obtain approval from the director of the Japan Foundation, Budapest Office in the event of change in the grant project (except of minor changes). The grantee shall report to, and obtain approval from the director in the event of discontinuance or cancellation of the project, or if it has become difficult to execute the grant project.

4) The support of the Japan Foundation must be credited appropriately in all publicity and printed materials relating to the project.

5) The project organizer must submit a project report together with any relevant materials (e.g. press

coverage and reviews etc.) within one month of completion of the project.

6) The Japan Foundation has a right to open the details of the project including the Japan Foundation’s

support for the project to the public.

7) Details of the projects supported by the Japan Foundation (e.g. name of the applicant and project

description) will be made public in the Detailed Annual Report of the Japan Foundation Activities, the

Annual Report, The Japan Foundation Newsletter, on the Japan Foundation’s website and in other

public relations material.

8) Within one month after the completion of the project the project organizer must submit a Payment

Request Form (provided by the Japan Foundation, Budapest), a Project Report and a Financial Report

which must be accompanied by copy (ies) of relevant receipt(s). The Payment Request Form must in

any case be submitted by the end of February.
9) After having examined the above documents, we will send the Grant Confirmation Notice and make the bank transfer of the amount on the Grant Confirmation Notice to the grantee.

10) When the Japan Foundation, Budapest Office examines the grant project or account books, please cooperate it.

11) A grantee shall distinguish all revenues and expenditures relating to the grant project from other accountings, and duly organize receipts and other documentary proof so that they may be presented at any time, and keep them for three years after the end of the project.

12) The Japan Foundation, Budapest Office shall revoke a decision to prove the grant, or order to return of the grant already paid (in whole or in part), if any one of the following events occurs in relation to the grant.

- The grantee gave false information in making the application for the grant.

- The supported project is ceased or abandoned.

- There is no chance to of the grantee’s execution of the grant project.

- The grant project proved to be against the conditions of the grant.

13) The grantee shall be fully responsible for the grant project.
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
